It’s winter so it’s time for more pond
work. Our continuing project to expose
some clear water in Mannings Pond has
continued with work parties in both
December and January. December was
particularly challenging as a hard frost on
the day necessitated breaking though a
half inch layer of ice before plunging into
the water. Still, good progress was made
in clear the margin of weed and reeds.
This was continued at our mid-week work
party in January. In addition, we removed
the 2 large tree trunks left over from the
professional work done two years ago.
They have been left temporarily in the
woods until moving to block off a known
joy-rider’s access point at the end of
Hunts Hill Lane. We now leave Mannings
Pond alone until next winter to allow the
newts to get on with whatever it is they
do in the summer.

We have more saplings arriving in
January so will be intending to plant
these out in the new coppice area by
the track leading to the old Dairy in
February, probably before you read this.

There is generally less
for us to do in Spring as
we don’t like to disturb
the wildflowers and
nesting birds. However,
the posts around the
Common always need
maintenance and this is
a good time to replace
these that need it. 18th
April is the date for our
next biannual meeting
where members come
and say what they
would like the Society

to do. It’s also our opportunity to remind
members that subs are now due.

The society also helps to load up the
beacon on New Year’s Eve, although
it is not strictly a DCPS event. While
those who turned up seemed to enjoy
themselves, we understand there was some
disruptive behaviour close by during the
evening and would like to apologise to
anyone who was disturbed by this.
